. Trees are a good source of oxygen.
Scientists have proved that one acre of
trees produces enough oxygen for 18
people. Planting trees on our property
is a way for all of us to do our little part.

2. Trees sequester carbon dioxide from
the atmosphere and use it to grow.
The more trees we plant the less effect
burning fossil fuels will have on our
environment.

3. Trees can reduce noise pollution.
Planting a dense hedge along a
highway or street can significantly
reduce traffic noise.

4. Treeshelp to purify the air we breathe.
Leaves can filter out small dust
particles and harmful gasses that are
present in the atmosphere.

5. Treescan be used to create small
microclimates on our properties.
Dense evergreen trees when planted
on the north or west can block winter
winds. Shade trees planted on the
south side can keep our homes cooler
in the summer.

6. Trees can make our properties more
appealing. They can be planted to
soften the corners of houses, balance
the property, and hide neighbors and
unsightly views.

7. Trees can change people’ attitude.
Subconsciously the presence of
trees makes people feel good. This
can reduce crime in areas and make
people get along better.

8. Well-planted trees can change the
character of a neighborhood. They can
make people want to live there. People
who live around a lot of trees are more
relaxed and at peace.

O. Trees attract birds and wildlife. This
adds interests to our lives and helps
keep us in touch with nature.

10. Best of all, trees make our property
worth more money. A well landscaped
property can be worth up to 15%
more.
